	Behavioral Objective

	· What is the impact?
· Has a new, healthier behavior been adopted?
· Can the program take credit for the change?

	Learner Objective
	Changes in knowledge, attitude, practices, etc.
	· Is there enough change in knowledge, attitudes, habits, and skills needed for behavior change?

	Process Objective
	Adherence to timeline tasks, completion of activities, efficient use of resources.
	· Is the program working?
· Are people attending?
· Are the methods appropriate?
